SUMMARY
A. SUMMARY 
[bookmark: _Toc319327009]At SOT-10, the Australian Bureau of Meteorology offered to host SOT-11 in Melbourne, Australia.  An alternate option was for SOT-11 to be held at the Commonwealth Scientific and Industrial Research Organisation (CSIRO) in Hobart, Australia.  Because of the COVID pandemic, SOT-11 was held virtually.  If the members from Australia approve and remain willing to host, it is requested that SOT-12, provided it can be held with some in-person attendance, be held in Australia, with the exact location to be determined.
