—  Mobiliser les partenariats et les collaborations inter pays et groupes de parties prenantes
autour de la vision de la Décennie et de sa mission pour ébaucher ce qui constituera
I'héritage de la Décennie ;

—  Fournir une tribune aux soutiens de la Décennie qui exprimeront leurs engagements en
termes d’actions régionales phares, de contributions financiéres ou en nature.

I'Association des sciences de la mer de l'océan Indien occidental (WIOMSA) contribueront aux
discussions de la conférence avec la présentation d’'une « Analyse régionale des carences » sur
laquelle elles collaborent.
