Launch of actions, after receiving tsunami warning messages, related to the evacuation of citizens from
coastal areas given a potential tsunami threat, within the available warning time provided today by the

early warning system for tsunamis of the NTWC, as well as the staff and means available at the local level.

Fire Service, Police

This action, within the available time, as well as the personnel and means available at the local level, may
also be supported by the other local first response agencies (Police, Fire Service) after consultation and

communication with the local competent Port Authorities.

Prefecture (regional) — Municipality (local)

Informing the public about taking preventive and self-protection measures from risks arising from the

occurrence of earthquakes, based on the guidelines and printed material issued by the National CPA and

OASP as well as for tsunamis.
