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Why Tsunami Ready ?

Tsunami Ready

« An advance tsunami early warning system will not safe life if the
community at risk does not have the knowledge and capacity to
respond to the early warning.

 High risk of loss of life and property in coastal community
with weak or no community preparedness for tsunami
emergencies.

* In near field tsunami, the community need to react and
take action without official warning or guidance

« Weak or broken warning chain to community.

 Lack or limited focus in community preparedness for
tsunami.

PREP-4. Outreach or educational activities are held at least 3 times a year.
