Decenio de las Naciones Unidas de las Ciencias Oceanicas para el
Desarrollo Sostenible (2021-2030) — Convocatoria de presentacion de
candidaturas para la Junta Asesora del Decenio para el periodo
comprendido entre 1 de enero de 2024 y el 31 de diciembre de 2025

Asunto:

En la 312 reunion de la Asamblea de la COI (UNESCO, 14 y 15 de junio de 2021), los Estados
Miembros de la COl, los organismos de las Naciones Unidas y los asociados aprobaron el mandato
de la Junta Asesora del Decenio sobre la base del documento IOC/A-31/3.7.Doc(1), incluido el
proceso de seleccion de sus miembros. La Junta Asesora del Decenio es un érgano consultivo
multipartito que ayuda a la Secretaria de la COIl en el desempefio de su funcién de coordinacion del
Decenio. La Junta rinde cuentas ante los érganos rectores y el Secretario Ejecutivo de la COI. La
Junta Asesora del Decenio estd compuesta por un maximo de 15 miembros expertos procedentes
de los gobiernos, el sector privado, la filantropia, la sociedad civil y la comunidad cientifica, asi como
por representantes de entidades de las Naciones Unidas.

Tras una convocatoria de presentacion de candidaturas mediante la circular n® 2848 (2021), en la
circular n° 2871 se comunic6 la composicion del primer grupo de 15 miembros expertos
seleccionados para formar parte de la Junta Asesora del Decenio, que fueron nombrados para un
mandato de dos afios que comenzoé el 1 de enero de 2022 y finalizara el 31 de diciembre de 2023.
En el documento IOC/INF-1426 se presento a la la Asamblea de la COl, en su 322 reunién (21-30
de junio de 2023), un informe sobre la labor realizada por la Junta durante este periodo.

En el Reglamento de la Junta que se present6 en el documento IOC/INF-1414 al Consejo Ejecutivo
de la COI, en su 552 reunion (13-17 de junio de 2022), se prevé un proceso para escalonar el
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mandato de los distintos miembros expertos de la Junta. De conformidad con el Reglamento, al
menos cinco expertos en activo seguirdn siendo miembros de la Junta durante un segundo
mandato. Mediante la presente circular se publica una convocatoria de presentacion de
candidaturas de nuevos miembros expertos para cubrir los puestos restantes de la Junta.

Los nuevos miembros expertos de la Junta seran designados mediante una convocatoria abierta.
La convocatoria se difundira por los siguientes medios:

° a los Estados Miembros de la COl mediante una circular de la COl;
° a los 6rganos competentes de las Naciones Unidas mediante ONU-Océanos;
° a las redes cientificas mediante mecanismos de comunicacion oficiales y oficiosos;

° a las redes dedicadas al océano, en los ambitos normativo, empresarial y del
desarrollo sostenible, mediante anuncios; y

) mediante los sitios web del Decenio del Océano y de la COI.

Podran proponer candidaturas los Estados Miembros de la COI-UNESCO, de las Naciones Unidas
o de entidades de las Naciones Unidas, asi como las organizaciones intergubernamentales. Para
fomentar las candidaturas de entidades no gubernamentales, también serd posible presentar su
propia candidatura.

Un comité de seleccion convocado por el Secretario Ejecutivo de la COIl y compuesto por el
Presidente y los miembros de la Mesa de la COl, en representacion de los cinco grupos electorales
de la Comision, con el apoyo técnico de la Unidad de Coordinacion del Decenio, se encargara de
seleccionar a los miembros expertos de la Junta Asesora del Decenio. El comité de seleccién
seleccionara al menos a cinco miembros en activo de entre los que hayan manifestado su interés
por desempefar un segundo mandato, asi como a nuevos miembros hasta alcanzar un total de
15 miembros expertos.

El comité de seleccion velard por que los miembros expertos tengan suficientes competencias,
conocimientos, influencia e imparcialidad en relacién con la visién y los objetivos del Decenio y sean
capaces de llevar a cabo las tareas descritas en el mandato. Los candidatos deberan poseer
competencias y conocimientos especializados en al menos uno de los siguientes ambitos:

i) procesos y coordinacion intergubernamentales;

i)  aspectos oceanicos del desarrollo sostenible;

iii)  ciencias oceanicas (dimensiones naturales y sociales);

iv) interfaz y colaboracién ciencia-politica/toma de decisiones/usuarios finales;
v)  economia oceanica/finanzas/alianzas;

vi)  innovacion/tecnologia/desarrollo de infraestructuras;

vii)  desarrollo de capacidades, formacién y transferencia de tecnologia marina, educacion,
comunicacion y divulgacion; y/o

viii) elaboracién de programas/proyectos internacionales
multidisciplinarios/interdisciplinarios a gran escala.

Los miembros expertos se seleccionaran teniendo debidamente en cuenta los conocimientos
especializados y el equilibrio geogréfico, generacional y de género, y prestaran sus servicios de
forma voluntaria. EI mandato de los miembros de la Junta Asesora del Decenio tendrd una duracion
de dos afios y sera renovable para un segundo periodo; los mandatos de los miembros seran
escalonados.
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La Junta Asesora del Decenio trabajara principalmente a distancia (mediante teleconferencias y
reuniones virtuales). Se prevé organizar una reunion presencial al menos una vez al afio.

La Unidad de Coordinacién del Decenio, ubicada en la Secretaria de la COI, en la UNESCO,
ejercera las funciones de Secretaria de la Junta Asesora del Decenio.

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Advisory Board of the UN Decade of Ocean Science for Sustainable Development
(the Decade Advisory Board)

Terms of Reference'

The Advisory Board of the UN Decade of Ocean Science for Sustainable Development (the “Decade
Advisory Board”) is established as a technical advisory body to the Secretariat and Governing Bodies
of the Intergovernmental Oceanographic Commission (I0OC) of UNESCO.

Role of the Decade Advisory Board

The Decade Advisory Board is responsible for providing direct advice to the IOC Executive Secretary
on the implementation of the UN Decade of Ocean Science for Sustainable Development (‘the
Ocean Decade’) over its ten-year implementation phase (2021-2030) with a focus on the
endorsement of Decade Actions and scoping of Calls for Decade Actions, and reports to I0C
Governing Bodies on strategic matters related to implementation of the Ocean Decade. Specifically,
and in accordance with the Ocean Decade Implementation Plan, the Decade Advisory Board will:

0] Review and make recommendations to the IOC Executive Secretary on the endorsement of
Decade Programmes;

(ii) Advise the I0C Executive Secretary on the scope of Calls for Actions under the Decade to
support the mobilisation of proponents worldwide;

(iii) Review the regular resource needs assessments prepared by the Decade Coordination Unit
and recommend approaches for resource mobilisation and support outreach efforts to
potential funders, including Member States, multilateral development banks, climate
financing mechanisms, philanthropic foundations, and the private sector in order to help
create the enabling environment needed to achieve the ambitions of the Decade;

(iv) Advise on the engagement and outreach strategy of the Decade in order to help catalyse
high-level interest and engagement among key stakeholders, including leaders from Member
States, UN Agencies, business, civil society and academia to ensure that the scientific
outputs of the Decade support the successful achievement of the UN Sustainable
Development Goals;

(v) Advise on the regular reviews to be undertaken subject to decision by IOC Governing Bodies,
during the implementation phase, including review of the scientific objectives and orientations
of the Implementation Plan, annual progress reports, and the mid-term and final reviews, and
make recommendations on the results of such reviews, as requested,;

(vi) Advise on the engagement of relevant communities regarding contributions to the objectives
of the Decade, with priority given to engaging early career ocean professionals and
disadvantaged groups and regions and to the science-policy interface;

(vii) Monitor the progress and review the outputs of any working groups established by the IOC
Secretariat related to structural and cross-cutting operational elements of the Decade
Implementation Plan;

(vii)  Provide information to the IOC Executive Secretary to enable his reporting to the 10C
Governing Bodies;

(ix) Report as needed to the Governing Bodies in relation to strategic issues.



Chairing of the Decade Advisory Board

The Decade Advisory Board will appoint two Co-chairs amongst its members, ideally one
representing the science fields and another one representing the societal end-users of the Decade.
The Co-chairs will be appointed by the IOC Executive Secretary for one year with the possibility of
a second one-year term.

Decision-making process and organization of work

The Decade Advisory Board will strive for consensus on all issues in providing recommendations
and advice to the IOC Executive Secretary. The minutes of the meeting will record any instances
when consensus was not reached.

The working language of the Board will be English. No interpretation will be provided.
Decade Advisory Board Composition

The Decade Advisory Board will comprise up to 15 expert members serving in their individual
capacity drawn from government, private sector, philanthropy, civil society, and the scientific
community, as well as representatives of UN Agencies. In total, the Decade Advisory Board should
not exceed 20 members, including Expert members and UN representatives. Expert members will
be nominated through open calls for nominations. The calls will be circulated through the following
means:

° IOC Member States via IOC Circular Letters;

° Relevant UN bodies via UN-Oceans;

° Scientific networks using formal and informal communication mechanisms;

° Dedicated ocean policy, business, and sustainable development networks through

announcements; and
° The Ocean Decade and IOC website.

Proposals for nominations can be made by IOC-UNESCO and United Nations Member States or
United Nations entities, as well as intergovernmental organizations. Self-nomination will also be
possible to encourage nominations from non-governmental entities.

Expert members will be selected with due consideration to expertise, geographic, generational, and
gender balance and will serve on a voluntary basis in their personal capacities. Decade Advisory
Board members do not represent their institutions or countries. They should be able to commit
sufficient time to the work of the Decade Advisory Board and will take the responsibility to request
the authorization of their employer to participate in this process.

Membership on the Decade Advisory Board will be for a two-year term, renewable for a second
mandate. Members' terms will be staggered to ensure there is information exchange and mentoring
between current and new Board members. Operational procedures for this process will be defined
with the Board and its co-chairs.

Each Member shall comply with the Conflict of Interest guidelines to be prepared by the Secretariat
and notify the Decade Coordination Unit with respect to any such potential conflicts.

A Selection Panel convened by the IOC Executive Secretary and composed of the IOC Chair and
elected 10C Officers representing the five IOC electoral groups, with the technical support of the
Decade Coordination Unit, will be tasked with selecting the members of the Decade Advisory Board.

The Selection Panel will ensure that the proposed members have sufficient skills, knowledge,
influence and impartiality regarding the vision and objectives of the Decade and are able to
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undertake the work outlined in the terms of reference. Their skills and expertise should cover at least
one of the following areas:

0] Intergovernmental processes and coordination;

(i) The ocean aspects of sustainable development;

(iii) Ocean science (natural / social dimensions);

(iv) Science-policy / decision / end-user interface and engagement;
(V) Ocean Economy / finance/ partnerships;

(vi) Innovation / technology/ infrastructure development;

(vi)  Capacity development, training and transfer or marine technology, education,
communications and outreach; and/or

(viii)  Development of large-scale multi/inter-disciplinary international programmes / projects.
UN Agencies representation on the Decade Advisory Board

UN Legal Counsel/DOALQOS, which is the Secretariat and focal point of UN-Oceans and the United
Nations Convention on the Laws of the Sea, will have one permanent seat on the Decade Advisory
Board. The IOC Secretariat as coordinator of the Decade will also have a permanent seat on the
Board. Three more seats will be reserved for UN Agencies and will be identified through
consultations via UN-Oceans.

Secretariat of the Decade Advisory Board

The Decade Coordination Unit located within the |IOC Secretariat will be the Secretariat for the
Decade Advisory Board.

Meetings of the Decade Advisory Board

The Decade Advisory Board shall meet four (4) times per year, with at least one (1) in presentia
meeting annually when possible. Additional in-person or virtual meetings will be held as necessary.
The Co-chairs of the Decade Advisory Board will be primarily responsible for the development of the
Board Meeting Agenda and directing the Decade Advisory Board meetings. All Decade Advisory
Board Members can recommend agenda items. The Decade Advisory Board may invite external
experts as needed to address specific issues or tasks. The decision to invite these external experts
would be a decision of the Board.

Minutes of the Board meetings will be developed and distributed by the Secretariat for the Decade
Advisory Board. These will be made public on the Ocean Decade website. Expert Members of the
Decade Advisory Board are expected to attend all meetings of the Board in person, without
replacement.
